“The longer you walk with God, the more dangerous the path 
can become,” writes Kelly Needham. Why? “It’s dangerous 
not because of hardship and suffering (though they may be 
present) but because of the temptation to rely on your ever-
growing experience instead of on Christ alone.” In this article, 
Kelly cautions women in ministry that we can easily fall—even 
after years of faithful service. Consider her warning in “Danger

She continues, “Joy in ministry can easily supersede the joy of salvation. Doing for God is an often 
unrecognizable substitute for God Himself because it keeps us prayerful, in the Word, and excited about 
the kingdom.” How can we tell when ministry has taken first place in our hearts? In “The Threat of Joy in 

Ministry,” Kelly explores this subtle shift and offers practical wisdom for keeping the idolatrous love of 
ministry in check.
